Safeguarding Curriculum

Pupil safeguarding is of primary importance at Longford Primary Academy. We are committed to supporting and educating children across a range of safeguarding matters, as well as supporting issues specifically related to the local context. We seek opportunities in the taught curriculum for children to learn about safeguarding. We have an experienced and highly trained pastoral support team who support individual children and groups of children where safeguarding needs or concerns are individual or specific to that child/group through sessions such as nurture, ELSA, positive play and lego therapy.
The KCSiE guidance (2024) expects schools to have a clear set of values and standards which pervade all areas of school life. They should be underpinned by a behaviour policy and pastoral support system, as well as a planned programme of evidence-based RSHE. This programme will tackle, at an age- and developmentally-appropriate stage, issues including:
· healthy and respectful relationships;
· boundaries and consent;
· stereotyping, prejudice and equality;
· body confidence and self-esteem;
· how to recognise an abusive relationship, including coercive and controlling behaviour;
· the concepts of, and laws relating to - sexual consent, sexual exploitation, abuse, grooming, coercion, harassment, rape, domestic abuse, so called ‘honour’-based violence such as forced marriage and Female Genital Mutilation (FGM), and how to access support; and
· what constitutes sexual harassment and sexual violence and why these are always unacceptable. 
Teaching and learning about keeping safe is therefore fully integrated into our curriculum, particularly the PSHE & computing curricula, through age-appropriate content across its curriculum.  The table below provides links to the SCARF curriculum in addition to other topics, activities and workshops that ensure our children know how to keep themselves safe within school and our wider community.
Using technology safely and responsibly is at the centre of our computing curriculum and is recapped and taught at the start of each school year to reinforce this value.  Through the use of project evolve resources we prepare children for the digital world through 8 different strands:
· self-image and online identity
· online relationships
· online bullying
· copyright and ownership
· online reputation
· managing online information
· health, well-being and lifestyle
· privacy and security
